This double-sided knitted polo 
shirt is made of a flame-retardant fibers blend. It protects in the event of accidental, short-term contact with flame, 
in conditions that do not present a significant thermal risk and in the absence of other types of heat. It must be 
worn in conjunction with all appropriate PPE providing heat and flame protection to the rest of the body. The 
double-sided knitting allows good evacuation of perspiration and reduction of heat stress.

USE
